(i)
In order to ensure as far as possible, the full exploitability of the results of the project, the Parties agree that at predetermined intervals to be agreed between the Parties, each Party shall conduct a review of Knowledge generated within the Project at the date of the review, to identify any Pre-existing Know-how necessary to use such Knowledge. Such reviews shall be no more than two per year of the contract, with the first review taking place before the end of the first year of the Contract. Any Party which identifies any such Pre-existing Know-how shall be entitled to indicate to the other parties that Access Rights to such Pre existing Know-how will not be made available. 

(ii)
The Parties agree that in such a case of non-availability of Access Rights, the matter will be referred to the Project Coordination Committee, PCC, which will reach a decision on whether the work of the Project shall be adjusted so that, without changing its objectives, such Pre-existing know-how becomes no longer necessary to use the results of the Project.  In the event that a unanimous decision to adjust the Project to remove the Pre-existing Know-how from the Project cannot be reached where the Pre-existing Know-how is owned by an Affiliate of a Party designated under the provisions of Section 1.2b, the Affiliate shall be considered never to have been an affiliate. 

(iii)
Notwithstanding the above provisions of this Section 10.4.3 and in accordance with Section 5.3.1(f) a Party may at any time notify the other Parties of any Pre-existing Know-how which comes to its attention, under which Access Rights for Use will not be available, in which case the procedure of Section 10.4.3(ii) shall apply.
