Portal of the Union of Bulgarian Artists (UBA). It gives access to collections of art objects - stored, exhibited, offered by the artists -members of  the UBA (about 2700 in Bulgaria). The art objects are classified according to the Union's administrative organization in 15 chapters: painting; graphics and illustrations; sculpture; critique; caricature; art space design; scenography; restoration; wall painting and monument art; design; ceramics; graphical design; new media and nonconventional forms; wood carving; jewellery; textile.

1. Virtual Gallery. The UBA presents contemporary presentation of samples of its collections. Approximate time of renewal - 1 year. This scenario acts as a Web presence of the UBA in the network.

2. Thematic/authors exhibitions. Temporary presentation of author's achievements. Approximate duration - one month.

3. Repository of the Union's members. This is a database with minimal achievements (CV data) of the individuals/members.

4. B2C, B2B, C2C scenarios.

  - a member of the Union wants to sell his art object. He asks the administrator of the portal to put his object  on the e-shop directory;

  - a business organization often makes gifts to its partners. The preferable type of the gift is a short presentation of Bulgarian art achievements. The organization asks a CD and/or short catalogue from the  UBA.

  - the UBA has its own shop of art consumables: oils, colors, papers, brushes and so on. It aims to put this shop in the network, helping customer's requests from the countryside of Bulgaria.

5. Others. The UBA has property in the countryside in several  (9 towns) old houses, which are kept as centers for symposium activities, meetings, leisure, holiday and relax places. The UBA intends to put information about them in the network to extend the possible audience in the region and abroad.
