ThemeScheme -  MECH – 1st  phase 
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The aim of a ThemeScheme is:

· to define the themes for which a content provider is responsible for or is contributing to

· to draw the relationships among those themes and between other themes

The relationships between themes belong to two types:

1. Hierarchical (belongs to, instanceOf)

2. Associative (has something to do with, association)

In the current presentation, (deliberately) no distinction is made between those two types.

The themes in bold and underlined are the responsibility of the content provider related to this ThemeScheme.
