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Introduction

During a short introduction the following topics were treated:

Function and role of the persons attending the meeting

Premises and staff of both museums

Collaboration and aim within the REGNET-project as described in the final Technical Annex

Connection with the OpenHeritage-project.

1 Presentation of the Collection of the Stedelijke Musea Mechelen

As already stated in the profiles of the Technical Annex, the Stedelijke Musea Mechelen covers a great variety of objects related to the history and arts of the city of Mechelen from the early Gallo-Roman time till the current times. Within the REGNET-context, special emphasis can be put on casted objects (guns and bells), lace, gold leather and wooden sculptures. Ecclesiastical art and architecture (baroque) has also potential as a theme.

2 Presentation and visit of the Collection of the Museon Den Haag
The initial goal of Museon has had a strong educational character. The premises and the constituting parts of the current collection are still reflecting this goal: biology (full sized animals and humans), geology (stones and fossils), natural science (measuring-instruments, photography, computers), history (2nd world war, Indo-Japan) and ethnology (Indo-Africa-Tibet). A guided visit of the collection gave an excellent view of the above.

3 ICT-use by both museums

The degree of use of Information and Communication Technologies (ICT) in both museums is quite different at this moment. Whereas Museon Den Haag has put already a great part of its collection on computer and is using the ICT for promotional purposes, the Stedelijke Musea Mechelen are only at the beginning of their ICT-experience. The automation of the collection management of Museon Den Haag and Stedelijke Musea Mechelen is based respectively on “The Museum System” and “Admuse”.

4 Ideas about common content themes within the REGNET-project

After some brainstorming, the following first common content themes were put forward in order of preference:

1. Religious symbolism

2. Gold leather

3. Measuring-instruments

Also the different levels of descriptive items was touched (A-B-C-text, resolution of images, audio), but these topics have to be agreed upon in a broader context within the REGNET-consortium.
